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Drainage Cell - Victoria Avenue Council Park, Chatswood

This project was completed in March 2004 in Victoria Parklands, Chatswood. It involved using 1500m2 of 30mm Atlantis Drainage Cell above a basement car park and as the drainage layer below parklands. 
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Before: The waterproofed area above the basement car park and site for the parklands.

After: The landscaped area at Victoria Parklands.
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Step 1. Putting plastic liner down over waterproofing as preparation for Drainage Cell layer.

Cells clip together for ease of installation and a neater finish. 
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Cells in 1.2n x 1.2m sheets for quick installation in large areas.

The finish with Atlantis 30mm x 1.2m x 1.2m Drainage Cells.
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Entire area to be landscaped with Drainage Cells laid down.

Entire parkland area with 30mm Drainage Cell coating.
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Step 3. Drainage Cell with geotextile on top.

Step 4. Construction of soft landscaping over Atlantis 30mm Drainage Cells.
