1.0  Description

1.1 This work shall consist of furnishing, placing, maintaining and removing the GEOHAY® sediment control device as directed by the engineer and as shown on the contract drawings. The GEOHAY® sediment control system distributed

1.2  GEOHAY® can be used instead of baled hay or straw and silt fence to protect against any sediment entering any water, wetlands, or storm drainage system. 

2.0  Materials

2.1  Provide synthetic bales having a minimum dimensions of 14 by 18 by 36 inches (350 by 450 by 9OOmm) at the time of placement and that has pre-made stake holes. Synthetic bales should be made of recycled synthetic fibers produced into a filter medium by needle punching the fibers. The hale should be constructed so that they can interlock hale to bale for better abatement of erosion and water pollution. Install bales to protect sediment from entering any water, wetlands, or storm water drainage system, or as director by Project Engineer. 

3.0  Inspection and Maintenance

3.1  Inspect GEOHAY® in the same manner that baled hay or straw and silt fence is inspected. After sediment is showing 7 inches in height from the ground it is recommended that the bale be washed out or as directed by the Project Engineer. 

4.0  Basis of Payment 

4.1  Pay for GEOHAY® by the linear foot or by each.
